I will try to be kind and gentle to every living thing and protect all who are weaker than 

myself. I will try to think pure and beautiful thoughts, to say pure and beautiful words, 

and to do pure and beautiful deeds. 

May every link in Amida Buddha’s golden chain of love be bright and strong and may we 
all attain perfect peace. 
 
What we would like to stress to the kids about the movie and The Golden Chain is that 
we are all connected- the idea of interdependence. In the movie, honey can’t be made 
unless the bees work together. Every bee has a job essential to the process. It also can’t 
be made if there are no flowers, no pollination. As humans we would not be able to 
consume honey or enjoy the flowers. This is a simplified explanation but appropriate for 
kids. 
 
The rest of the day will be devoted to coming up with a short skit (a basic outline will be 
worked on beforehand) about being a link in the chain of bees, flowers, humans and 
honey-making. The hope is that the dharma class will perform for the banquet that 
evening. We will divide the kids into groups and work on costumes. 
 
We can also work on our ongoing project of creating a paper chain. Perhaps it can be 
incorporated into the skit.  Additional arts and crafts will be available, as well as toys, a 
computer and snacks. Weather permitting, there is a playground right outside.
